1.0 Rules

1.1 The regatta will be governed by tiues as defined in th®acing Rules of Sailing
(RRS) 2009-2012.

1.2 Yachting New Zealand Safety Regulations Paxith Race Category 5 applying to
keelboats and multi-hulls.

1.3 Yachting New Zealand Safety Regulations Pash&ll apply with Event Category B
applying to trailer yachts.

2.0 Notices to Competitors

Notices to competitors will be posted on the offigiotice board located in the foyer of
the Tasman Bay Cruising Club.

3.0 Changes to Sailing Instructions

Any change to sailing instructions will be posteddre 1200 hours on each day of racing
and advised at a briefing held at 1200hours.

4.0 Signals Made Ashore
4.1 Signals made ashore will be displayed at tiseiba Bay Cruising Club flagstaff.
4.2 When flag AP is displayed ashore, '1 minuteeglaced with ‘not less than 30

minutes’ in race signal AP. When flag AP over flags displayed boats shall not go
afloat.

6.0 Class Flag

7.0 Racing Area

The racing area will be on the waters of Nelsombar and Tasman Bay within 2
nautical miles of the harbour entrance.

8.0 Hazards

There is a submerged boulder approximately halfvetween piles 2 and 3 and
approximately 3 metres inside an imaginary lineMeen these piles, on the course side.
At or near low tide this boulder can be hazardous boats safe passage.

9.0 The Courses

9.1 The diagrams in the attachments show the ssigse (A,B,C,D,E, F, G, H) Refer
10.3 to 10.10 for the order in which marks ared¢ghbssed. All marks are to be left to
port.

9.2 No later than the warning signal, the race catemwill display which course is to
be sailed unless advised at the briefing.

10.0 Marks

10.1 All three boulder bank marks are black muksels. The buoys are located as
follows.

(a) Start, Mark 1, Mark 2, Mark 1, Finish.
(b) Where Mark 1 is the Boulder North Buoy.
(c) Where Mark 2 is the Boulder Centre Buoy.

10.8 Course F

(a) Start, Mark 1, Mark 2, Mark 1, Finish.
(b) Where Mark 1 is the Boulder North Buoy.
(c) Where Mark 2 is the Boulder South Buoy.

11.0 Prohibited Areas and Obstructions

11.1 The area north and west of an imaginary mméd by a string drawn taut between
Nelson harbour piles 1,2,3,4,5,6,7 8 and 9 shadl peohibited area and the line shall be
regarded as a continuing obstruction.

11.2 A boat that enters the prohibited area mayerate itself by taking a penalty under
rule 44.2.

11.3 Rule 42 is added to as follows:

During a race a boat may use its motor for manaoegvn the following circumstance:
(a) to allow shipping movements within Nelson Harbo
(b) 11.4 In situation at 11.3, a boat moving undetor shall not gain advantage.

11.4 In either situation at 11.3, a boat movingarndotor shall not gain advantage and
must take a penalty under rule 44.2.

12.0 Sign On

12.1 Sign on will take place at the briefing heldhee TBCC clubrooms at 1200hrs on
each day of racing.

13.0 The Start

13.1 Races will be started by using rule 26 witnwarning signal given 5 minutes
before the starting signal.

13.2 The start line for all courses A to F incleswill be between the class flag at the
race committee (Nelson Yacht Club, NYC Judges Bdxhe port end and pile no. 5 at
starboard end.

13.3 A boat starting later than 5 minutes aftergtarting signal will be scored Did Not
Start (DNS). This changes rule A4.

13.4 The start line for courses G and H will bexfrihe stern of an anchored start/finish
vessel and a buoy.



14.0 The Finish

14.1 The Finish line for courses A to F inclusivid e between a staff displaying the
class flag ashore at the race committee (NelsomtY@lzib, NYC Judges Box) at the
starboard end, and pile no. 5 at the port end.

14.2 The finish line for courses G and H will beni the stern of an anchored start/finish
vessel and a buoy.

15.0 Penalty System

A boat that has taken a penalty or retired under3a.2, or Rule 44.1 shall complete an
acknowledgement form at the TBCC with the protiesétlimit.

16.0 Protests and Requests for Redress
16.1 For protests where only a rule of Part 2legald to have broken, an arbitration
hearing will be offered prior to any formal hearingachting New Zealand appendix Z

will apply. (This changes Rule 44.1).

16.2 Protest forms are available at the TBCC. Btstghall be delivered there within the
protest time limit.

16.3 The protest time limit will be 90 minutes aftiee last boat has finished the race.
The same protest time limit applies to all protéstshe race committee and to requests
for redress. This changes rules 61.3 and 62.2pidtest time limit will be posted on the
Notice Board.

16.4 Notices will be posted within 30 minutes o firotest time limit to inform
competitors of hearings in which they are partiesamed as witnesses. Hearings will be
held at the Tasman Bay Cruising Club at a timeetadcided by the protest committee.

16.5 Notices of protest by the race committee otgst committee will be posted to
inform boats under rule 61.1 (b).

17.0 Series Scoring
17.1 The Low Points Scoring System will apply. Apgix A of the RRS will also apply.
17.2 Six races are required to be completed totitotesa series.

17.3 A boat’s series score will be the total of itace scores excluding it's worst score.



18.0 Safety Regulations
18.1 Safety inspections will be carried out at @nd

18.2 A boat that retires from the race shall ndtiy race committee boat as soon as
possible.

18.3 Boats are to maintain a listening watch on \@H&nnel 77.

19.0 Time Limit

19.1 All races will have a 3 hour time limit.

20.0 Prizes

There will be prizes for the®1o 5th placed boats, on handicap, in each race.
